Therefore, as you have accepted Christ Jesus the Lord, continue to walk in him. . . rooted and 

growing in him and established in the faith, just as you were taught. . . and plentiful in 

thanksgiving.  Watch out that no one takes you captive through hollow philosophy and empty 

sham, based on human traditions designed around the systems of this world, rather than based 

on Christ.  For in Christ, the complete nature of deity dwells bodily; and you have been made 

complete in Christ, who is the head over every power and authority.  Also, in Christ you were 

circumcised with a circumcision not made by human hands, but by the removal of the sinful, 

fleshly nature in the circumcision of Christ.  When you were buried with him in baptism, you were 

also raised with him through faith in the work of God, who raised him from the dead.  And when 

you were dead in sinfulness and the uncircumcision of your flesh, God made you alive together 

with him, when he pardoned us from all our trespasses, erasing the records that stood against us 

with its requirements. He lifted it from us, nailing it to the cross.  In all of this, he disarmed the 

powers and authorities and shamed them, boldly triumphing over them. — Colossians 2:6-15
